Ad Document Bar


“Just a suggestion. You can use underscores within the document filenames to simulate an outline in the Document Bar.”

This sounds similar to my suggestion using a numbered list like this

but finally is easier to handle as we don’t have to think about the right numbering.

First we have to choose a folder for the files of this project. Since we don’t want to open the explorer and navigate to this folder each time we change a filename, we also have to create a link to this folder.

In Windows Explorer we mark the folder, press the shift key, activate the context menu and choose “Copy as path”. Pasted to a file, it may look similar to this:

Now remove the quotation marks and ad in front file:///\\
		file:///\\C:\Users\karll\Documents\Atlantis\Documents\Projekt 1
Finally create a text like “Change Outline” and use Insert – Hyperlink…

Click this link to add or remove the underscores mentioned above.

Unfortunately you cannot change a filename as long as the file is opened. Close it, change it, open it? Does not sound very practicable again.
