Borders and Shading


To emphasize a paragraph in Atlantis Word Processor you may highlite it. Actually this will not highlite the „whole“ paragraph but only the text within it (see the right border of the text).

Some word processors allow to select whether borders and shading should only be used to format tables or table cells (see Table Properties in Atlantis Word Processor) or as well paragraphs, text (and even single letters).

How can this be achieved in Atlantis Word Processor? As long as it concerns whole paragraphs the solution is easy. Mark the text and choose Insert – Table… (Convert Text to Table), eventually change the number of rows and columns and confirm with OK. Now borders and shading may be formatted.
The way back: Rightclick the table to Convert Table to Text and confirm with OK.

It is a little bit more complicated to use borders and shading for emphasizing a single word. Let us first select the word and manipulate it like the sentence above.
Now we change the size of this new table cell to fit the word and format borders and shading. But we will not be able to place this cell „in line with text“, as can be done with a picture.

So we have to transform the cell to an image. In Windows 10 we can use Snipping Tool or Snip & Sketch.

1. Now we select the image and go to Picture – Format… -Text Wrapping and choose: Square.

This above was done by help of
Picture – Format… – Size
Positioning the picture with the arrow keys
Changing Format – Paragraph… – Line spacing

2. 0r we select the image and go to Picture – Format… -Text Wrapping and choose: In front of text. Now move the words surrounding our picture so that it fits in between. After doing this we even don’t have to change the Line spacing.
